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NEW YORK (WPIX) - What would the Yankees' 27th World Series win have been without a ticker tape parade? Well, for some people it would have meant not losing pay stubs, medical records, medical bills, and even the paperwork for an invention patent that were all exuberantly tossed as confetti down to the parade route below.

As thousands of revelers made their way up Broadway, careless office workers drunk on the moment gave their colleagues a good reason to fear identity theft. Within the discarded documents exclusively obtained by WPIX, were the medical records of Bronx resident and Yankee fan Tammy Sowells.

"How would you feel if your private information was just thrown out there?" said Sowells after learning that a copy of her birth date, address and private test results were found in the piles of confetti. "I'm totally outraged," said Sowells, who wants an investigation into which offices are responsible for exposing her records.

Even a minor league thief would have had an easy time stealing someone's identity during today's parade, as many of the financial documents even included social security numbers.

"Protecting someone's identity is paramount, it just shocks me that someone could throw out a pay stub with someone's social security number on it, it's very dangerous," said Thomas Merendino who works downtown.

After 26 World Series victory parades, Downtown Alliance, the parade organizers, took measures to provide more than a half-ton of recyclable, shredded confetti to be thrown into the Canyon of Heroes. "The idea of our confetti was to urge people not to use prior documents or anything inappropriate," said Downtown Alliance Spokesperson James Yolles.

Despite the best intentions of the organizers, when the ticker tape began to fly everything from toilet paper to pay stubs became fodder for the celebration. 
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
